Janet Gordon 
went on to outline the history of the high 
school initiative and the progress made over 
the past ten years.  Monica Marshall fol-
lowed with an overview of the high school 
curriculum, and how it is specifically de-
signed to meet the needs of adolescents.  Art 
Heller presented site considerations and tui-
tion projections for a high school, with spe-
cial attention to the Tilden Building, which 
is up for sale this summer.
